Negotiations Update

Dear Colleagues:

The FA Executive Board is planning a general FA meeting for all faculty attending Convocation.  The meeting will begin at 7:45 am and is scheduled to end at 8:30 am on Convocation Day, August 16, 2010.  The meeting will take place in the Multi-Disciplinary Building 2400, Room 2420, at LPC.  Please plan to attend.

I am delighted to inform you that all provisions of the current FA Contract will stay in place for this coming academic year.  Specifically, your Column and Step placement will be intact and salaries and benefits will remain stable.  Additionally, a large group of laboratory courses have been approved for an enhanced load factor of either 0.80 or 0.875 CAH, an increase from 0.75 CAH for all of the affected labs.  This new load factor is effective this Fall, and affected faculty have been notified.  Affected faculty have waited a long time for this well-deserved load factor increase, and we feel very good about this accomplishment. Also, all Part-time faculty and Full-time faculty teaching overload have had a modest increase in their pay since last Fall Semester when the multiplier factor was increased from 17.3 to 17.5.  We are very pleased to have secured these monetary provisions during this very difficult state budget crisis.
The existing Contract expired June 30, 2009.  We have met with the District negotiating team once this Spring and have a schedule for reopening negotiations, a process that I expect to take all academic year.  The District has indicated an interest in reopening 24 of the existing 35 articles, and it is clear from many indicators that they are interested in changing the Health Benefits provisions currently in place.

The FA has indicated an interest in reopening 14 of the existing articles.  See the table on the reverse side for details.  (The table is from the September, 2009 FA Newsletter, also available on the FA website.  www.clpfa.com.)  
We can provide more details about negotiations at the FA meeting on Convocation Day.
